MESS KITS






Presentation Plan – 10 minutes

Your goals as an instructor:
	Know the skill before I teach. The Scouts should see that I know what I’m doing. Keep everyone involved and let them learn by doing.


Materials:
	Mess kits 
Mess kit diagram


Preparation:
	Practice!  Know the mess kit inside and out.


Other notes:

	Expect the relay to take half of the presentation time.


1. Goals: At the end of this presentation, participants should be able to…
	Hi, I’m _______.  We’re going to talk about the use of mess kits as well as how to properly pack a mess kit.  


2. Discovery: What do they already know? What do they need to know?
	[?] Who’s cooked on a campout/camping trip?  What cookware did you use?
[?] Who knows what this is? [Hold up complete mess kit]


3. Teaching and learning: Explain, Demonstrate, and Guide the learner through the skill.
	Explain that mess kit is designed to have everything needed to cook on a campout while taking up least space

Have a scout take a part out of the mess kit. Explain the use of each part as it is removed.
Pack up mess kit piece by piece, reminding scouts of order each part goes into mess kit.


4. Application: Enable the learner to apply the skill or knowledge they have learned.
	Mess kit relay – Break group up into smaller groups. On the start line place all parts of disassembled mess kits. Explain that each group member can either bring over a part and put it in mess kit or remove part from mess kit and bring back if put in wrong order. First group to complete the mess kit correctly wins the race.  


5. Evaluation: Did we reach the goals?
	[?] What is the purpose of the mess kit?
[?] Why is the mess kit designed the way it is?


Summary: Your closing message—final thoughts.
	Remember that all the parts of a mess kit fit together easily. If you’re putting a mess kit together and it isn’t going together easily, you might be doing something wrong.   
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
