STOVES






Presentation Plan – 10 minutes

Your goals as an instructor:
	Give scouts some hands-on experience with lightweight camping stoves. Hopefully get them interested in using these kinds of stoves in the future.


Materials:
	A few different types of single-burner stoves (for example: Jetboil, other compressed gas stove, MSR Whisperlite, homemade stove). Fuel bottles/cartridges for all these stoves. Standard two-burner Coleman stove for demonstration purposes. Water and pots for boiling.


Preparation:
	Practice! Make sure all fuel bottles are full and all the stoves work properly.


Other notes:

	It’s best to teach this skill outdoors. It’s a good idea to do it in conjunction with a campout or other event when scouts will actually be able to use these stoves to cook their meals.


1. Goals: At the end of this presentation, participants should be able to…
	Hi, I’m _______. We’re going to talk about some of the different types of camping stoves—some you might have seen, others that maybe you’ve never seen before. If you pay attention and we have time at the end, we’ll also give you a chance to light the stoves.


2. Discovery: What do they already know? What do they need to know?
	[?] Who’s used a two-burner Coleman stove before?
[?] Who’s used one of these? [hold up a single-burner backpacking stove]


3. Teaching and learning: Explain, Demonstrate, and Guide the learner through the skill.
	[?] What do you think are the advantages of a one-burner stove like this? [Lightweight, small size, easy to bring backpacking. Quicker than building a fire, and sometimes you’re not allowed to build a fire anyway.]

Types of stoves – try to show a few examples and explain how they’re different. For example:
· Jetboil – expensive but handy (fits together) & easy to use. Uses propane or butane compressed gas.
· Other compressed gas stoves – burner attaches to a propane canister, etc.

· MSR liquid fuel – cheap and refillable, but requires priming (preheating fuel). Must be careful.

· Homemade stoves – cheap and easy – [?] What fuels can you use? [alcohol]
Lighting stoves – pick a few types you want to demonstrate. For each type of stove, follow these steps, then go on to the application step:

· Explain how to light it.
· Demonstrate how to light it.

· Get a volunteer and guide him through lighting it.


4. Application: Enable the learner to apply the skill or knowledge they have learned.
	- Once you’ve demonstrated how to light a certain type of stove, give other scouts a chance to try.
- If time, try one or more stoves to see how long it takes to boil water. (Note: Jetboil claims it can boil 2 cups of water in 2 minutes! See if this is true.)


5. Evaluation: Did we reach the goals?
	Hold up different types of stoves. For each example: ask what type of stove, what type of fuel, what are some advantages/disadvantages, and how would you light it?


Summary: Your closing message—final thoughts.
	These stoves are good for backpacking, but could also use on regular campouts. If you want to find out more, ask some of the guys who’ve done high adventure or backpacking. It’s a good investment if you like to camp.
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
