WASHING DISHES AT CAMP


Presentation Plan – 10 minutes


Your goals as an instructor:

	Get scouts to learn the three-basin method of washing dishes.


Materials:

	Three washbasins, cold water, hot water (use stove and pot to boil water if needed), three sponges with scrubbing pads, dish towel, a pile of dirty dishes (some can be really dirty, with caked-on grime), dish towel, giant flash cards with the three steps (“wash,” “rinse,” “sanitize”), and prizes (maybe candy).


Preparation:

	Practice! Start heating water in advance. Prepare a bunch of dirty dishes, too.


Other notes:

	Make it fun.


1. Goals: At the end of this presentation, participants should be able to…

	Hi, I’m _______. We’re going to talk about how to wash dishes when we’re camping. By the time we’re done here, you should know the three steps of washing dishes.


2. Discovery: What do they already know? What do they need to know?

	[?] Who’s ever washed dishes at home? On a campout?
[?] What supplies do you need in order to get your dishes clean? [sponge, soap, hot water] 


3. Teaching and learning: Explain, Demonstrate, and Guide the learner through the skill.

	When we go camping, we use three steps to wash dishes: wash, rinse, and sanitize. (Show flash cards, and ask group to repeat the names of the steps.)
1. Wash. Hot water and soap. 

    [?] Why do we need soap? [because soap helps loosen grease better than water alone]

2. Rinse. Hot water.

3. Sanitize. Cold water with a capful of bleach. 

    [?] Why do you think we use bleach? [because it kills bacteria and viruses, which is especially important
    when so many people are sharing these dishes]
Have the patrol members fill the three basins, following your instructions (ask if they remember what goes in each basin). Keep getting them to name the three steps. Post the flash cards on the wall behind the basins.


4. Application: Enable the learner to apply the skill or knowledge they have learned.

	Challenge the patrol to wash a certain pile of dishes within a certain amount of time in order to win a prize. (Alternatively, you could have a “professional judge” who gives them a “score,” then give an award to the highest-scoring patrol at the end of the night.)

Requirements:

· Follow the steps in the right order.

· Get the dishes clean. 
· They must yell “wash,” “rinse,” or “sanitize” the entire time they’re doing one of these things.

· Do patrol yell at the end.


5. Evaluation: Did we reach the goals?

	- Reflection: [?] How did you do? Why were you successful (or what could you have done better)?  

- Ask about each step—what it’s called and what the ingredients are. For example, wash = hot water and soap.


Summary: Your closing message—final thoughts.

	Now you know the three steps of washing dishes. Now you don’t have to let Jerry do the dishes for you!
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
